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As China seeks to gain hard power equal to its growing "soft power," it is
becoming increasingly assertive in the South China Sea (SCS). Beijing appears
increasingly willing to use its military to protect and advance its national
interests in this region, and, as such, it has expanded the local capabilities of
the People's Liberation Army (PLA). This military building is,
correspondingly, causing many other nations in the SCS to respond with their
own military modernization efforts. The concern is that the SCS could become
a new zone of conflict.
