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Thanks to China’s phenomenal economic growth in the past decades, the China Model 
has gained more currency in the world. Debates have sprung up within and outside 
China, revolving around the following issues: whether there is a China Model; if so, 
what are the contents; whether the China Model will defy the Washington Consensus; 
whether it can be transferable to other developing countries, and so on. While 
introducing different views from both the proponents and opponents, Dr. Chen will 
present his own views on the above questions. 

CHEN Shaofeng is associate professor at the School of International Studies, 
Peking University (PKU). Before joining in PKU, he worked as a visiting research 
fellow at the East Asian Institute, National University of Singapore. His research 
interests cover energy studies, regional integration in East Asia, and global 
economic governance. His works published in China Quarterly, Journal of Current 
Chinese Affairs, China: An International Journal, Copenhagen Journal of Asian Studies, 
Policy and Society, Journal of Chinese Political Science, International Politics Quarterly, 
International Journal of China Studies.
